There are obvious differences between "audience-first" speakers and "self-satisfied" speakers. The
former look at judges, while the latter simply read their paper. The former speak slowly and clearly so
that judges can catch up with their speech well, the latter too fast. The former try to impress important
words on judges with stress and intonation, the latter speak in a monotone.
